We would like to remind you that we are a nut-free school; please refrain from giving your 
child any products containing nuts in their packed lunches. We also ask that children do not 
bring in food from home to share with others due to many children within the school having 
food allergies.  
 
Baseline Assessment

Homework/Tapestry 
We will be using Tapestry software as a tool to share information with you. Please let us know 
if you have any questions about this or if you have not yet been able to access the site.   
 

Homework will begin on Wednesday 14th September. It will be given out or set on Tapestry 
on a Wednesday and should be completed/returned by the following Monday.  

 
Reading 

The children will be given a reading book as well as a book of their choice from the class library 
every Monday. They will also have a reading record. We encourage children to share books 
at home as often as possible; please also comment on your child’s progress in their reading 
record. Please ensure that books and reading records are in your child’s bag every day. 
 
Read, Write Inc is the phonics scheme we follow at Wells and we will be holding an 
information session for parents and carers to attend in the coming weeks. More details about 
this will follow soon.

PE. This should be black or navy blue; school tracksuits can also be purchased online using 
your Scopay account.

Please help us to help your child look after their belongings by ensuring that all of your child’s 
belongings are clearly labelled including coats, hats, uniform, PE kits, packed lunch bags, book 
bags and water bottles.
