Uses adverbs derived from adjectives such as: happily, loudly, quickly.

Uses the correct determiner - a or an before a word beginning with a
vowel.

Uses some prefixes such as: un, super, dis, auto.
Uses suffixes such as: -ful, -less.

Uses a range of adjectives to describe.

Writes a coherent narrative.

Begins to write for different purposes.
